REGULAR MEETIING


The meeting was brought to order by President Grant Ervin,


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The Minutes were approved as read by the Membership.  (Mike Hellman/ Jasmine)


Commander Tim O’Connor gave a brief update on the rash of Burglaries in Morningside .  He stated that Detective Marks and Grill on on Burlglary detail.   The Commander also stated that he has beefed up the police presence and if you see something suspicious report it.

Mr. Evan Jones,  Foreman of the Highland Park 


 answered some questions about Natoli/Heth’s Fields.  He stated that garbage littler is picked up from Monday thru Friday, Friday or  Monday or  Tuesday garbage cans are emptied, Monday, Wednesday or Friday the field is grated, and grass is cut as needed.  The Playground is maintained and repaired or parts replaced if necessary.  There is no longer a hoki man.  Someone has removed the basketball rims from Joe Natoli Field.  If caught the person will be fined.  Mr. Evan’s stated that they are planning on purchasing cans for Heth’s and Natoli.   It was also stated that the monitors for the cameras at Natoli have been stolen.  The field will be seeded in the Spring.  To get the concession stand painted, the community needs to contact facility of maintenance Ray Klemko.
BEAUTIFICATION/GREENING  Amy Ervin


Ms. Ervin stated that the next clean up will be on Saturday, October 16, 2010 from 10 a.m. to ? ,  will meet at the Morningside V.F.W.   Free t-shirts will be given out to Volunteers.  


Ms. Ervin stated that  M.A.C.C. received a Grant for $8900.  With that money  signs will be installed at each end of Morningside at the current Garden plots.  The signs will cost $5633 and with the remainder of some of the money, the new trees at the business district will get Gator bags that will hold water to water trees and the trees will be mulched.  The gator bags will be taken down in the winter.  The total so far is $7000 of the $8900.


Ms. Ervin stated that the signs have to be as soon as the signs are put up.


Ms. Pischke the Treasurer stated that M.A.C.C. does not have that amount in the Treasury  to cover the whole cost of the signs, bags and mulch because of outstanding costs owed that would deplete the balance in the Treasury.

M.A.C.C. does not receive the Grant money right away, until after the signs are installed and all receipts are given.


President Ervin will contact First Commonwealth about the loan.


President Ervin also stated that the Greenway Project is moving along.


The new route changes by P.A.T. will take effect on September 7, 2010.  Updates and details will be at the October meeting.


Ms. Anita Boehm of State Representative Dom Costa’s office stated that the Representative is sponsoring an ACCESS bus that will run twice a week and the pickup will be at the  Morningside Senior Center.  The bus will  go to St. Margaret’s Hospital and the Waterworks and will run from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. and it will drop you off at your house.

FINANCE  Nan Pischke

As of September 1, 2010 the balance in the Treasury is $5933.52.  The Finance report will be filed for Audit.


Mr. Mike Hellman explained the new Expense Report Policy that will become in effect immediately.   The report will have to be turned in within 30 days.  This is for any expense that you want reimbursed by M.A.C.C.   A receipt is a must for any reimbursement.  (cash, debit, credit card statement, etc.)
