b. Pittsburgh Zoo and PPG Aquarium – One Wild Place fence project
i. Zoo is asking for MACC support of a new fence for the city Art Commission.
IV. Community Concerns
a. Stop signs, traffic calming & safety – Lisa Petrilli
i. Discussion on Nextdoor Morningside regarding blown stop signs, fast traffic.
ii. City performs two types of traffic study
1. Whether or not to install a stop sign – Public Works
2. Traffic counter and speed monitor – Traffic Enforcement (Police)
3. City has been cautious about painting crosswalks due to financial concerns.
iii. Lisa will take lead on finding out what is needed to do a traffic study.
b. Business district – Anne and Jim Reckhouse (20-yr neighbors)
i. Bulldog Pub neighbor concerns:
1. Trash
2. Noise
3. Party atmosphere that comes out into street
ii. Other neighbors are concerned about the situation.
iii. Agreement with MACC
1. Noise: not supposed to hear within a certain distance.  Can hear it inside of the house.
a. Front garage door does close between 9:30 and 10.
2. Smoking and drinking occurs on the street once the garage door is closed.
a. First several times, cigarette butts and packs end up in yards across the street.
3. Special permit required to serve alcohol on street.  Bulldog doesn’t have it. Sidewalk is congested because of tables and spillover.
4. Drug usage?
5. Requests
a. Door closed permanently.
b. Wooden fence between bar and Rite-Aid to create smoking area.
iv. Dialog with Bulldog, mediated by MACC, requested.  MACC Housing & Community Development Cmte will set up meeting within the next couple weeks.
